Introduction

The Speedmachine represents the pinnacle of functional integration, aerodynamic form
and rider-focused fit. By patiently following these guidelines, the content of this manual
will lead to properly fitting and functioning equipment with a high-performance, Swiss
Engineered aesthetic.

BMC Speedmachine frame and components are designed as a system to provide a very
high level of aerodynamics and riding performance. Adjustability was not in any way
compromised and the Speedmachine offers the highest adjustment possibility ever
built into a fully integrated triathlon or time trial bicycle.

Adjustability being a key part of the system’s performance, it is necessary to under-
stand that most components of the frameset have been designed specifically for
speedmachine and their function may slightly differ from your traditional road bike
“off the shelf” components.

BMC speedmachine uses all the latest and most high-end technologies that can be
found in bicycle manufacturing, including sharp edged and thin-walled carbon fiber
composite construction, which should be treated with delicacy from the end user to
prevent permanent and sometimes invisible damage.

For the reasons mentioned above, we ask you to carefully follow the instructions provid-
ed in this manual.

Incorrect mechanical operation on your bicycle could lead to serious damage, which
could cause you to fall and lead to injury or death.

If you do not have the appropriate tools or experience to execute the following instruc-
tions, or if you need further information, please contact your official BMC dealer for
service of your bicycle.

A WARNING: This guide is not an assembly manual — it is solely intended for identify-
ing which configurations can match a given position.

Please refer to the SPEEDMACHINE Gen1 Owners Manual for all assembly instructions.

Sizing and parts selection
Positioning

A bicycle rider will only perform at his best if he is correctly positioned on his bike,
especially for triathlon and time trial competitions.

The following instructions are simple guidelines to help you decide which size and
which extension configuration to choose in order to reach a given handlebar position.
We do not in any way provide you with a fitting tool, those instructions can only help
you once your position is defined. If you wish to change the position from your previous
bike or if the speedmachine will be your first triathlon or time trial bike, we highly rec-
ommend you to visit a professional fitting expert.

Many different handlebar types and shapes are available on the market and it is not
possible for BMC to guarantee accurate positioning for all of them. The base bar, arm-
rest set, extensions and seat post provided with the speedmachine complete bikes and
modules were carefully selected to offer the highest adjustment possibilities in a light,
reliable and user-friendly package. Therefore we suggest you start by using the original
speedmachine components and carefully follow the instructions. Then, multiple custom-
ization options are described later in this manual.

How to measure your current position
With your current bike

In the best scenario, you already have a bike adjusted to your desired position. If there
is any doubt for you regarding which position you should use, we highly recommend
you to visit a professional bike fitting expert, who will be able to give you the required
data.

To take those measurements, the easiest way is to place your bike on a even, horizontal
floor and lean it in a corner of a room so the bike is parallel to a wall and the front wheel
against the perpendicular wall of your room corner.

All values for Pad X are given to the rear of the armrest pad.

Values for Pad Stack and Reach include the cushion.

Frame size and cockpit configuration

@ INFORMATION: The sizing guide starts with components initially delivered with your bike
or module. If your current fit coordinates are not matching the adjustment ranges offered by
the initial specifications it continues by suggesting components that are optional and available
through our after-market program.

@ INFORMATION: Even with the best range of stack and reach adjustment, the Speedmachine
may not be able to cover some extreme fit coordinates. You always have the possibilities to get
the bike to fit yours using after-market customized cockpit solutions that would be assembled
on the Speedmachine Base bar.

@ INFORMATION: The cockpit must comply with Profile Design Aeria 3 interface.

A WARNING: You always must check compatibility and safety with the cockpit manufacturer.

For a detailed configuration, we will find the matching Speedmachine setup using
the following steps:

1. Lookup for your tilt

2A.  Use your Armrest Stack value (SAR) and find your Base bar type and
Reach Pad position.

2B. Use your Armrest Reach value (RAR) and find your Stack Pad position.

3. Use your Armrest Width value (WAR) and find your Width pad setup
and position

4. Use your Saddle Clamp values (SSC and RSC) and find your
saddle clamp setup.

1. Tilt selection

Tilt could be adjusted to every degree of precision. To make your setup process easier,
we have simplified the tilt selection to 0, 5,10 and 15.

Select the nearest tilt value and go the the appropriate page:
